Another, in a series of Capacity Building trainings developed under the PCCD Organizational Capacity Building Project, offers hands-on workshops for nonprofit victim service program directors, staff, and board members.

Workshop Description:  The development of STOP Collaboratives as part of the STOP grant is to promote a coordinated, multidisciplinary approach to enhancing advocacy and improving the criminal justice system’s response to end violent crimes against women.  This workshop is designed to develop skills in approaching the collaborative effort and organizing and engaging all of the participants who are a stakeholder and/or service provider in the process.

The goals of the workshop are to help participants establish expectations that lead to success in the collaboration; identify strategies for effective meeting and process management; provide tools for dealing with conflicts and to build consensus decision making; and use tracking tools to communicate and inform the value of the collaboration both within the stakeholder group and in the community.
