[bookmark: _Compensation_Corner_–_2]Compensation Corner – Sexual Violence Protection Orders
The Protection of Victims of Sexual Violence or Intimidation (PSVI) Act (Chapter 62A) took effect on July 1, 2015. Under this act victims can obtain Sexual Violence Protection Orders (SVP) and Protection from Intimidation Orders (PFI), similar to PFA’s. Victims who file these orders are eligible claimants for VCAP. Although SVP and PFI orders are not mentioned in the Crime Victim’s Act as eligible claimants, they are included in the Protection of Victims of Sexual Violence or Intimidation (PSVI) Act:
Chapter 62A:
62A18 Applicability
The provisions of the following acts relating to victims who are protected by an order issued under 23 Pa.C.S. Ch. 61 (relating to protection from abuse) shall apply also to victims who are protected by an order issued under this chapter: 
1. The act of November 24, 1998 (P.L.882, No.111), known as the Crime Victims Act.

The authors’ findings show that severe punishment—such as correctional placement or a longer stay in correctional placement does not meaningfully reduce juvenile offending or arrests among these youth.  The findings are the result of the OJJDP cosponsored Pathways to Desistance study, which investigates the factors that lead serious juvenile offenders to cease or continue offending.
